	Fieldwork suggestions:
The Embankment
-Take a walk along the river
-Record what features they may spot beside the river. 
-Back in class: look at the River Nene on a map see how far it stretches and show the children the small part of the river we looked at.
	Fieldwork suggestions: Trip to Northampton
· Get the local bus. Discuss transport in local area
· Sketch and make note of local attractions and human features (bus/train stations), theatres, housing/hotels, transport links
· Undertake interviews with local people (pre-prepared questions)
· Use digital and Arial photos to observe change in human features over time
· Back in class, compare to areas/cities in Europe
	Fieldwork suggestions: Wellingborough train station
· Look at transportation within cities
· Study congestion, popularity of routes available
· Observe those driving, cycling, getting a taxi to train station to board train
· Interview local people about their journeys and frequency of travel choice

POP Task: Compare the food eaten between 2 different European countries and what traditional foods are eaten in England.
	Discuss: Earthquakes and volcanoes usually fall on the plate tectonics but do not always. Look at the closest volcano/earthquake that has happened near Wellingborough.

POP Task: Plot on a map where any UK earthquakes have been felt – the epicentre and the spread.
	Discuss: What are our most famous UK landmarks. Does each city have the same number?

POP Task: compare and contrast other areas of the UK with Wellingborough. Discuss similarities and differences with reference to human and and physical geography
